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Membership Meeting
January 4, 2021
President, Rosie Cooper, called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. via Zoom.  All Board members were in attendance, and approximately 17 additional homeowners were in attendance via Zoom also.
Vice President, Jeff Biggs, reported to attending members on how work was progressing on special projects funded through the 2020 Special Assessment.  Followed by a report by Treasurer, Karla Jennings, on how the HOA was fareing concerning collection of the Special Assessment, and funds paid out for the projects in progress.

Discussion was opened by Rosie, concerning “rain guards” (ie patio covers on ground level 4plex units), because it has been noted that having them attached to the building is not only in violation of the Associations By-laws, but actually has been known to cause damage where it attaches to the building.  Since we are anticipating replacement of siding over the next several years, this practice should not be continued and current ones should be removed.  Much discussion ensued concerning who (the owner or the HOA) was to incur this expense. Ultimately, most of those present determined/voiced the opinion that because approval of the “rain guards” was due to previous BOD’s, it should be the HOA’s responsibility to remove them. Therefore Secretary, Ronda Klein, made a motion to have the BOD schedule proper removal. Becky Carter will coordinate removal with owners.  Karla Jennings seconded that motion, and the BOD voted in favor of the motion.

The subject of the community’s security was next on the agenda, especially given light of the elevated experiences of theft and trespassing that have occurred over the last 4-6 months.  Several areas of possible improvement of complex security were discussed, such as involving our Neighborhood Watch/Community Policing Officer for their recommendations and looking into increasing property lighting and upgrade/adding more security cameras.  Rosie is going to schedule a meeting with Community Policing as soon as they are available and weather permits.  Becky had done some research into improving our current cameras or adding more cameras with our current provider, ADT.  Becky indicated that she had gotten a quote of $2078 to upgrade 2 of our current cameras.  This item was held over until more information could be obtained by the BOD before making any final determination on how to proceed.

While discussing security issues, a recent incident of someone breaking into our storm shelter/storage basement was discussed.  A bid had been obtained from Dickenson Bros Construction and Ronda Klein put forth a motion to proceed with having them repair/replace the door in question. Ray Rhodd seconded this motion, and the BOD unanimously approved to proceed with Dickenson Bros for the door repair.
At this time, Ray Rhodd put forth a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Jeff Biggs seconded this motion, and by unanimous vote the meeting was adjourned with the next meeting scheduled tentatively for February 1st at 6pm.
